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10 THINGS TO DO

Hit 855 putts: Reno-Tahoe has 43 public golf courses and seven private courses all within 90 minutes of the Reno-

Water sports available on more than 400 square miles: As North America’s largest alpine lake, the water in Lake
Tahoe could cover a flat area the size of California by 14 inches and is 99.9 percent pure offering visibility to 75 feet
below the surface. In addition to Tahoe, water enthusiasts can take to boats, skis, wakeboards, kayaks, catamarans,
wind surfers and sail boats at any number of desert and alpine lakes including Pyramid Lake, the second largest lake
in the region, and Donner Lake.
